Site Safety

We plan to enclose a lockable area for bicycles. Sadly, a bicycle was stolen by a member of the public last week. If you have any information on this please do let us know, in confidence. Please remember any bike is left in school at your own risk, but do encourage children to use a lock, which will give some additional security.

On a much more positive note, the children were fantastic during our fire drill this week. All classes were lined up outside exactly 4 minutes after the alarm sounded. All registers were completed and rooms checked within 6 minutes.

We need to tighten up our attendance procedures for next academic year. Please note that any absence of more than 5 days without medical evidence will be unauthorised. Any child with such an absence or anyone with an attendance rate below 95% may be subject to a series of steps as follows: a formal warning letter, fixed penalty notice (fine) and prosecution.
